Thanks to its transparent texture
and its many beautiful melodies,
which seem to betoken the 
composerÕs highly personal 
relation to death, the Requiem 
is perhaps FaurŽÕs most popular
work. The musical structure of
this frequently heard piece makes
it virtually ideal for performance
with organ accompaniment. 
This arrangement takes into
account all three of the com-
poserÕs surviving versions: 
the early version with string
orchestra as well as the two later
versions with added winds and
with symphony orchestra.

Saint-Sa‘nsÕ Christmas Oratorio
has found admirers all over the
world. Saint-Sa‘ns avoids 
theatrical effects in his church
music and relies almost entirely
on homophonic choral writing.
Here the operatic allusions so
popular in his day have given
way to a mixture of Romantic
Žlan and reminiscences of the
Baroque. The subtitle reads Èdans
le style de J. S. BachÇ although
the composer was unaware of
BachÕs Christmas Oratorio. In this

unusual form the oratorio, of
which the final movement is
already a hit with many choruses,
is well-suited for performance
during the Advent and Christmas
seasons.

Dvor‡kÕs D major Mass differs
markedly from his other large
choral compositions. Written for
a private occasion, this work of
some half-hourÕs duration is
remarkable for the fascinating
simplicity of its harmonic 
language and compositional
workmanship. Its resultant 
moderate difficulty Ð and the 
possibility of using chorus 
members or a small subgroup 
for the solo parts in alternation
with the full chorus Ð make
Dvor‡kÕs organ version a 
challenge that many church
choirs will be able to master.
